April was a busy month. Besides taxes being due on April 15", we finalized our teacher
positions for the 2010-2011 school year. | want to clarify from my last month’s newslet-
ter that no CCHS teacher lost their job. We did have five teachers placed at another
school in the district for next year. We also had a shuffle of some of our teachers inter-
nally. We were able to get through the reductions without cutting any programs. The
counselors are currently registering students for the next school year. They hope to
have everyone registered by the middle of May.

April also brought the Colorado ACT testing for the juniors. Advanced Placement test-
ing is currently being conducted for students who took AP classes. Girl’s soccer, tennis,
golf, track and field, and baseball are working toward the end of their season and look-
ing forward to post-season opportunities.

Prom was held at the Harrison School with a “Greek” theme. Prom attendance was one
of the largest at CCHS for many years. “Thank-you” to Mrs. Allbrandt and the Junior
Class Officers. The week prior to Prom the 2Much2Lose awareness week began with a
general assembly. Various activities were held throughout the week sponsored by the
Canon City Chief of Police, Fremont County Sheriff Department, Fire and Rescue De-
partment, AMR, Rocky Mountain Behavioral Health, Superintendent - Dr. Robin Gooldy,
and the Colorado State Patrol. Tuesday a seatbelt simulator was brought in by the
Colorado State Patrol and the Cénon City Police Department encouraged students to
drive golf carts while wearing visually impaired goggles simulating driving under the in-
fluence of drinking. Wednesday was optional for teachers to bring students to the seat-
belt simulator and vision impairment goggle activities. Thursday guest speakers, recov-
ering meth addicts, spoke to the students. The week was wrapped up Friday with a
Canon City resident sharing her story about getting into a car with a drunk driver and the
consequences that ended in her becoming a paraplegic and how her life has changed.

After Prom saw an increase in student’s attendance. Last year, 175 students attended
After Prom and this year over 200 students attended. After Prom was planned and
hosted by our Parent Accountability group. There were approximately 30 parents, com-
munity and school volunteers help organize, set-up and operate After Prom activities. A
lot of prizes were given away to students: an [-Pad, MP3 players, a rafting trip, a flat
screen T.V., Oakley sunglasses, and local eating establishments donated special offers
or free meals. | would like to send a big “Thank You” to Mr. and Mrs. Gould and Mr. and
Mrs. Howell for organizing After Prom and to Mr. and Mrs. Jarvis for collecting the
prizes.

Dress Code

All students are expected to be clean and neat in appearance and to dress appropriately at
all times. Unkempt appearances must be corrected before returning to class. Extreme
dressing in any kind of fad or wearing apparel which calls undue attention to the person is
not acceptable. Any clothing which by word, statement or graphic representation that is
derogatory, demeaning, or taunting in nature which states or implies to incite or upset stu-
dents or staff members is not acceptable. Students in violation of the dress code will be
asked to correct the dress concern immediately. If the student has to go home for a cloth-
ing change, an unexcused absence may be issued. Repeated dress code violations may
result in suspension from school for dress code and insubordination issues.

Examples of Acceptable Clothing

Examples of Unacceptable Clothin
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Student Code of Conduct and Dress Code

= Hats, bandanas or any type of head covering are not to be worn in the building during
school hours, from outside door to outside door. Please leave your hats in your lockers
or at home. Hats and head coverings should be taken off as you enter the building.
Leave your hats and head coverings off until you have left the building at lunch or the
end of the school day.

* Hair style, hair coloring, make-up that are designed to draw attention to wearer.

=  Shorts may be worn throughout the year. Shorts and skirts are to be no shorter than just
above the knee. The administration shall be the final authority on the appropriateness on
the length of the shorts. All shorts must be neat in appearance without torn areas or
holes. Cut offs, short shorts, spandex, and running shorts are not considered to be ap-
propriate shorts.

= Apparel advertising tobacco, alcohol, illegal substances, and/or offensive slogans are
not acceptable attire at school or at school sponsored functions. Slogans considered
offensive would include double meaning, sexual jokes or sayings, profanity, gang affili-
ated symbols or sayings, racial or social slurs. Saying or graphics that depict violence,
death, mutilation of self or others, aggressive behaviors, drugs, vulgarities, profanity, or
of a sexual nature are inappropriate. This also applies to tattoos.

®  Swimsuits, halters, midriff shirts, spaghetti strap tops and dresses, over 3-finger from
collarbone tank tops/basketball jersey type tops, mesh or see through material shirts/
blouses, sheer see through tops or tube tops are considered inappropriate attire for
school. Women'’s tops that allow for visible bra straps or under garments will not be al-
lowed. All garments should cover the chest, belly, back, and buttocks at all times.

=  Shirts shall not be longer than the fingertips of the wearer when arms are fully extended.
= Pants shall have no holes worn through, slashes or rips. All pants (excessively large,
baggy, too small, etc.) must be worn at or above the hips - NO SAGGING. Students may

be required to wear belts to prevent pants from sagging.

# Pajamas and/or slippers are not acceptable school attire.

* The wearing of clothing, related apparel, jewelry or manner of grooming, that by virtue of
its association with memberships to copy gang-like behavior will not be tolerated in

This year there were more winners in the national ADDA Computer Aid Design Contest
from Cafion City High School than any school in the nation. This is the 43" year of

this design contest. The past five years have seen this contest shift to all computer
generated entries throughout the nation. There have been no manually drawn entries
sent in from the CCHS program in the last 9 years. There are eleven categories of
design projects allowed. Those are Residential Architecture, Commercial Architecture,
Architectural Rendering, Machine/Mechanical Design, Mechanical Technical lllustration,
Electrical/Electronic Design, Civil Design, Piping Design, Structural Steel and Concrete
Design, Geographical Information System Design and Facilities Management Design.

There are three levels of awards given for the contest in each category. The “Board
of Governors Award” (1* Place), “The Board of Directors Award” (2" Place) and the
“Presidential Award” (3" Place).

Caiion City High School design students captured more of these awards than any
single school in the nation. This is the fifteenth year in a row that this has been
achieved by CCHS design students.
